The cost for the trip including hotel, meals, and local transportation is US$700.00. This does not include your
airfare. The cost for the airfare varies from your departure city but this is generally an inexpensive time of year
to travel to the Dominican Republic. We will fly into Santo Domingo on April 7", Participants should book
return flights for Wednesday April 13" which would allow for a tour of Santo Domingo on Tuesday afternoon.
